The Time Has Fully Come for Redemption and Purification through Jesus Christ, Our

“When the fullness of time had come, God sent forth his Son,” born of the woman, “to redeem 

those who were under the law” (Gal. 4:4–5). Therefore, “according to the Law of Moses,” Mary 

and Joseph “brought him up to Jerusalem to present him to the Lord” (Luke 2:22). There He 

was received and taken up into the arms of Simeon, who was righteous and devout, 

“waiting for the consolation of Israel” (Luke 2:25). Simeon praised God and blessed the 

parents by confessing the cross for which this child was appointed. “At that very hour,” old 

and faithful Anna, who had watched, prayed and worshiped in the temple for so long, 

came up and “began to give thanks to God and to speak of him to all who were waiting for 

the redemption of Jerusalem” (Luke 2:38). The Lord causes “righteousness and praise to 

sprout up before all the nations” (Is. 61:11). We also “greatly rejoice in the LORD,” because 

this child has clothed us “with the garments of salvation,” covered us “with the robe of 

righteousness” and called us “by a new name” (Is. 61:10; 62:2).

She was advanced in 

years, having lived with her husband seven years from when she was a virgin, 37and then 

as a widow until she was eighty-four. She did not depart from the temple, worshiping 

with fasting and prayer night and day. 38And coming up at that very hour she began to 

give thanks to God and to speak of him to all who were waiting for the redemption of 

Jerusalem. 
39And when they had performed everything according to the Law of the Lord, they 

returned into Galilee, to their own town of Nazareth. 40And the child grew and became 

strong, filled with wisdom.
