HOLY (MAUNDY) THURSDAY 
 

THE STRIPPING OF THE ALTAR on Maundy Thursday is a highly vivid and dramatic way of 
showing the desolation and abandonment our Lord experienced on that long night in 
Gethsemane. This practice dates from the seventh century and began for the utilitarian purpose 
of cleaning and washing the church in preparation for Easter. But the stark, bare church reflected 
so clearly the fitting tone of the occasion that the stripping became an evocative ceremony in its 
own right. As candlesticks, missal stands, altar cloths, banners and all other sanctuary furnishings 
are quietly removed from the sanctuary; the visual aspect of the sanctuary is changed and remains 
stark and tomb-like until Easter morning. During worship this evening, the stripping of the altar 
will take place progressively throughout the service, symbolizing the growing loneliness 
experienced by Jesus as the hour grew closer to His crucifixion.

8So Jesus sent Peter and John, saying, “Go and prepare the Passover for us, that we may eat it.” 
9They said to Him, “Where will You have us prepare it?” 10He said to them, “Behold, when you 
have entered the city, a man carrying a jar of water will meet you. Follow him into the house that 
he enters 11and tell the master of the house, ‘The Teacher says to you, Where is the guest room, 
where I may eat the Passover with My disciples?’ 12And he will show you a large upper room 
furnished; prepare it there.” 13And they went and found it just as He had told them, and they 
prepared the Passover. 
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John 13:1-17, 31b-35 
1Now before the Feast of the Passover, when Jesus knew that his hour had come to depart out 

of this world to the Father, having loved his own who were in the world, he loved them to the 
end.

57Then those who had seized Jesus led him to Caiaphas the high priest, where the scribes and 
the elders had gathered. 58And Peter was following him at a distance, as far as the courtyard of 
the high priest, and going inside he sat with the guards to see the end. 59Now the chief priests 
and the whole Council were seeking false testimony against Jesus that they might put him to 
death, 60but they found none, though many false witnesses came forward. At last two came 
forward 61and said, “This man said, ‘I am able to destroy the temple of God, and to rebuild it in 
three days.’” 62And the high priest stood up and said, “Have you no answer to make? What is it 
that these men testify against you?” 63But Jesus remained silent. And the high priest said to him, 
“I adjure you by the living God, tell us if you are the Christ, the Son of God.” 64Jesus said to him, 
“You have said so. But I tell you, from now on you will see the Son of Man seated at the right 
hand of Power and coming on the clouds of heaven.” 65Then the high priest tore his robes and 
said, “He has uttered blasphemy. What further witnesses do we need? You have now heard his 
blasphemy. 66What is your judgment?” They answered, “He deserves death.” 67Then they spit in 
his face and struck him. And some slapped him, 68saying, “Prophesy to us, you Christ! Who is it 
that struck you?”

Our altar is in the form of a table. It is here where our Lord Jesus serves us as both host 

and meal at His banquet feast. The coverings and Paraments are made of fine linen 
and brocade; materials appropriate for feasting with our King. As our King’s body 

was stripped in crucifixion, so our altar is stripped of its coverings.

(This Psalm is a prophecy of Jesus’ crucifixion and death.  
The Psalm is chanted as the stripping of the altar is finished.  

You are invited to meditate on the words.) 
 

1My God, my God, why have you forsaken me? 
Why are you so far from saving me, from the   
words of my groaning? 

 

2O my God, I cry by day, but you do not answer, 
and by night, but I find no rest. 
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3Yet you are holy, 
enthroned on the praises of Israel.

in you they trusted and were not put to shame. 

6But I am a worm and not a man, 
scorned by mankind and despised by the people.

8“He trusts in the LORD; let him deliver him 
let him rescue him, for he delights in him!” 

9Yet you are he who took me from the womb; 
you made me trust you at my mother’s breasts. 

10On you was I cast from my birth, 
and from my mother’s womb you have been my 
God. 

11Be not far from me, for trouble is near, 
and there is none to help. 

12Many bulls encompass me; 
strong bulls of Bashan surround me; 

13they open wide their mouths at me, 
like a ravening and roaring lion. 

14I am poured out like water,  
 and all my bones are out of joint; 

my heart is like wax; it is melted within my breast; 

15my strength is dried up like a potsherd, and my 
tongue sticks to my jaws; 
you lay me in the dust of death. 

16For dogs encompass me;  
 a company of evildoers encircles me; 

they have pierced my hands and feet— 

17I can count all my bones— 
they stare and gloat over me; 

18they divide my garments among them, 
and for my clothing they cast lots. 

19But you, O LORD, do not be far off! 
O you my help, come quickly to my aid!

20Deliver my soul from the sword, 
      my precious life from the power of the dog! 

21Save me from the mouth of the lion! 
You have rescued me from the horns of the wild 
oxen! 

22I will tell of your name to my brothers;                    
in the midst of the congregation I will praise you: 

23You who fear the LORD, praise him!                         
All you offspring of Jacob, glorify him, 
and stand in awe of him,                                      
all you offspring of Israel! 

24For he has not despised or abhorred the affliction of 
the afflicted,                                                        
and he has not hidden his face from him, 
but has heard, when he cried to him. 

25From you comes my praise in the great 
congregation; 
my vows I will perform before those who fear him. 

26The afflicted shall eat and be satisfied; those who 
seek him shall praise the LORD! 
May your hearts live forever! 

27All the ends of the earth shall remember and turn to 
the LORD, 
and all the families of the nations shall worship 
before you. 

28For kingship belongs to the LORD, 
and he rules over the nations. 

29All the prosperous of the earth eat and worship; 
before him shall bow all who go down to the 
dust, even the one who could not keep himself 
alive. 

30Posterity shall serve him; 
it shall be told of the Lord to the coming 
generation; 

31they shall come and proclaim his righteousness to a 
people yet unborn, 
that he has done it.
