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How can bodily eating and drinking do such great things?

Certainly not just eating and drinking do these things, but the words written
here: “Given and shed for you for the forgiveness of sins.” These words,
along with the bodily eating and drinking, are the main thing in the
Sacrament. Whoever believes these words has exactly what they say:
“forgiveness of sins.”

Who receives this sacrament worthily?

Fasting and bodily preparation are certainly fine outward training. But the
person is truly worthy and well prepared who has faith in these words:
“Given and shed for you for the forgiveness of sins.”

But anyone who does not believe these words or doubts them is unworthy
and unprepared, for the words “for you” require all hearts to believe.

A young pastor has been arrested and sentenced to eight years in prison for his ministry. Not long
after this pastor had launched a church in Central Asia, local and secret police arrested him for
simply conducting Christian ministry, actions considered by many Muslims to be offensive and even
illegal in that region. “The young pastor has a wife and little children,” said a front-line worker.
